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Piscataway Library Offers New Collection for Grantseekers
Piscataway – Nonprofit organizations and other grantseekers looking for funding sources now have access to a valuable new collection of resources at Piscataway Public Library, which has been approved as a Cooperating Collection of the Foundation Center of New York.  Located at the J. F. Kennedy Library (located at 500 Hoes Lane) the Cooperating Collection will provide under-resourced and underserved populations in need of vital information and training with tools they can use to become successful grantseekers.  
At locations throughout the country, Cooperating Collections offer free access to the Center’s detailed information on grantmakers and how to apply for grants.  Primarily aimed at nonprofit organizations, the Collection, made available, in part, through the generosity of the Friends of Piscataway Library who financed the membership fee for the first year of the project, will also be of use to individuals, particularly artists and students.

The Foundation Center’s core collection consists of two databases, The Foundation Directory Online Professional, profiling more than 80,000 U. S. grantmakers and Foundation Grants to Individuals Online; and 21 print reference books including proposal writing guides.  The Cooperating Collection will also hold several workshops per year on how to effectively use these resources and identify potential funders.
