The first is a grant from the New Jersey State Parent Information and Resource Center (NJPIRC) aimed at improving student academic achievement, especially in low performing districts.

NJPIRC strives to raise awareness among parents on the importance of getting involved in their child’s education while reminding them of the critical role parents play in promoting early literacy skills.  Funds from the grant will allow the Library to expand its Parenting Collection, offer programs on literacy to parents and preschoolers, and provide literacy resources.

“What’s the Big Idea?” is the second grant the Children’s Department received.  Funded by the National Science Foundation, the grant will allow the Library to receive training and equipment to make math and science come alive for children and families.

“What’s the Big Idea?” challenges librarians to see how many ways they can include scientific concepts in their work with children.  Children are naturally curious about the world around them. Measuring, observing, sorting, estimating and other scientific procedures can be included in story times and Library activities in an enjoyable way.  In addition, there are also a lot of attractive books, films, and other materials owned by the Library about math and science.
