Other upcoming features will include online book discussions.  Anyone with a Piscataway Library card or a library card from another LMxAC library (libraries in PPL’s automation consortium) can request a Web site login to participate in the interactive features.  One thing that hasn’t changed is access to 24/7 Library services through PPL’s virtual branch.  
New features include an online Career Center which complements the Library’s Career Centers located at both Library buildings.  It provides access to a variety of information sources to assist with career choices, computer training and job searches.  Another new feature is a Press Room offering Media professionals current and archived News Releases about Library programs, collections and services; facts about the Library; and links to other information that may be of interest to the Media.
